PE – This term Green Class will be swimming every Wednesday morning until half term and then Blue Group will be swimming for the following five week. Our focus for our other sessions will be dance and on Thursday afternoons we will continue to teach Hockey and Netball. Please ensure your child has the appropriate in and outdoor kit with them all the time.

Spellings and homework – Spellings for Green group will continue to be issued on Mondays and tested the following Monday.
