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RE/Citizenship – 


The children will learn about different Sikh and Christian practices and beliefs. They will relate this to our own feelings and beliefs. 











Science-


The children will be using some of the things they have learned about electricity to make lighthouses. Years one and two will continue to have science with Mrs Hendy. The focus will be ‘staying healthy’.   





History/Geography – 


The children will learn about, and compare, seaside holidays in the Victorian times, 1950s and now. They will look at seaside holidays in other countries and locate these places on a map. They will also ask and answer questions about the local environment.











Numeracy –


This term the children will focus on problems solving, including real life problems involving money and measure. They will also improve their knowledge and understanding of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.























ICT – 


The children will be learning a range of skills such as typing, clicking, inserting pictures and using other types of ICT. They will also learn how to use databases. 





Literacy – 


The children will be learning the story of ‘The Lighthouse Keepers Lunch’ off by heart alongside other stories with familiar settings. They will also be learning how to write recounts and information texts. 





Art/ DT – 


The focus for this half term will be drawing and 3D. For Design Technology the children will also design and make their own beach bags. 
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
